days before the start of the event.  The information collated under the system 
and any records kept must be available on site for the duration of the event for 
inspection by a police constable and/or authorised council officer.     

 
24. Every entrant will be given a map of the site clearly defining the area of the 

site; and this will include a warning to stay within the site and not to trespass 
on any land adjacent to the site. 

 
25. Regulated entertainment will cease at 22.30 hours on all dates the premises 

licence is in force. 
 

26. The sale and supply of alcohol will cease at 22.30 hours on all dates that the 
premises licence is in force, 30 minutes will be allowed for consumption after 
22:30hours. 

 
27. The Designated Premises Supervisor (DPS) will be on site at all times when 

the licensed activities are taking place, other than in the case of an 
emergency when a nominated and suitably responsible individual will be 
authorised on behalf of the DPS. 

 
28. All persons selling alcohol within the designated beer tent will be authorised in 

writing by the DPS to do so. 
 

29.  20 volunteer marshals shall be on site and at the site entrance to assist in 
traffic management into and off the site; as well as parking on the site. The 
marshals/stewards will monitor all zones of the site on a shift basis at all times 
for the period of the event. 

 
30.  10 SIA registered door supervisors will be on site during the period of the 

licence; 2 SIA registered staff will be on duty in the designated beer tent at all 
times when alcohol is being sold or consumed; 2 SIA registered staff will be 
on duty at the entrance to the site when the licensed activities are taking place 
and will monitor the site entrance at all other times; 1 SIA registered staff will 
patrol the boundary between the site and the adjoining livery yard when the 
licensed activities are taking place and the remaining SIA registered staff will 
patrol the site and provide relief cover to those working the designated beer 
tent and site entrance. 

 
31. Details of all musicians, bands and other acts shall be provided to the 

Derbyshire Constabulary at least 7 days before the start of the event and 
additional SIA registered staff shall be provided if so required by the 
Derbyshire Constabulary. 

 
32. All SIA staff, event marshals and the event organisers will be linked by way of 

2 way radio or similar device or devices (not by way of mobile phone only). 
 

33. All SIA registered staff will display their SIA registration cards at all times 
when carrying out security roles within the site. 

 
34. All SIA staff and marshals will wear suitable clothing such as fluorescent 

jackets or bibs to clearly indicate their different roles on site; SIA staff should 
wear one colour and marshals another to distinguish between the two. 
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35.  No alcohol is to be sold in any area of the site other than within the 
designated beer tent. 

 
36.  All alcohol is to be decanted into suitable plastic receptacles. No glasses are 

to be permitted on the site. No bottles containing beverages of any kind 
whether sealed or open are to be permitted on the site.  No person carrying 
open or sealed bottles or glasses shall be admitted on the site.  The Licensee 
shall draw up a written plan for securing compliance with this condition 
including warning signs on tickets, adverts, at the entrance and on site and 
proportionate stop and search of visitors and vehicles, and the provision of 
appropriate receptacles for the safe and secure disposal of glass and bottles.  
This plan will be submitted to the Licensing Authority for its approval at least 7 
days before the start of the event.    

 
37.  No alcohol is to be taken out of the designated beer tent and no alcohol is to 

be taken off the site. 
 

38. No spirits will be sold on the site (as stated by the event organisers). 
 

39. No persons under the age of 18 shall be allowed into the designated beer tent 
during licensable activities, unless accompanied by an adult. 

 
40.  Noise monitoring apparatus will be deployed during the course of the event, 

and sound levels recorded. All sound levels are to remain at or below the 
regulated levels. 

 
41. A written incident log will be kept by the DPS in relation to this event and all 

incidents shall be recorded on this log. Specifically, a record will be kept of the 
details of any person ejected from the site, and the circumstances leading to 
the ejection, and the DPS will notify the Derbyshire Constabulary immediately 
of any such ejection including the details and circumstances as stated.  This 
log will be kept on site for the period of the premises licence and will be kept 
by the DPS for a period of 2 years from the last day of the event; and the DPS 
will produce this log to a police constable or authorised council officer on 
request. 

 
42.  A written record/log of all SIA registered staff will be kept on site during the 

period of the premises licence and the DPS will keep this record for a period 
of 2 years from the last day of the event. All SIA registered staff will sign on 
and off duty on using this record/log; and the DPS will produce this record/log 
to a police constable and/or authorised council officer on request. 

 
43. Smoking cannot take place in the designated beer tent, as this is a licensed 

premise. 
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ISSUES CONSIDERED by the panel 
 
1. Disturbance by noise from the premises 
 
FINDINGS 
 
The Panel noted that the proposed site, particularly the primary event field, was in 
close proximity to the adjacent livery yard.  The Applicants had stated that although 
they would do what they could to minimise disturbance by noise, it would not be 
possible to change the layout of the site significantly.  The Environmental Health 
Department had expressed concern that there was the high likelihood of disturbance 
by noise and had suggested a number of conditions.  The Panel was advised that 
subsequently the organisers of the proposed event had reached an accommodation 
with the owner of the livery yard, which involved moving some of the primary events, 
including the stage, at least 50 metres from the boundary of the livery yard.    
Nevertheless, the Panel was satisfied that the proximity of the livery yard 
businesses; the stables and other housing for horses; the layout of the livery; the 
residential accommodation; and the presence of a large number of horses and riders 
coming and going and their safety; meant that there would be excessive disturbance 
from the regulated entertainment if it was permitted on the site in accordance with 
the layout in the application or in accordance with the subsequent accommodation. 
Consequently, the Panel was entirely satisfied that regulated entertainment should 
not be a permitted activity.  However, taking into account the subsequent 
accommodation, and the proposed conditions, the Panel felt that the problem could 
be alleviated to a sufficient degree to allow the permitted activity only if the primary 
events were relocated to a suitable area within the camping field and the site 
reorganised accordingly.  Hence condition 1.

2. Problems with on street car Parking/ Increased traffic  
 
FINDINGS 
 
The Panel accepted that the proposed event could cause significant problems of 
traffic on a narrow derestricted road, but the relevant authorities had not objected 
and off-site traffic was outside the control of the applicant.  It was appropriate 
however to seek a traffic management plan from the applicant (See 4 below).

3. Crime and disorder 
 
FINDINGS 
 
The Panel noted that the Derbyshire Constabulary had raised no objections on the 
grounds of crime and disorder and was satisfied that there was insufficient evidence 
to show that crime and disorder was likely to occur.  The Panel considered that the 
request for the sale of alcohol as a licensed activity was not unreasonable.  Indeed, 
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the Panel considered that if the sale of alcohol was properly controlled on-site, it 
would make it less likely that those attending would leave the site to purchase 
alcohol elsewhere.

4. Public Safety  
 
FINDINGS 
 
The Panel noted that a number of risk assessments requested by the responsible 
authorities had not yet been prepared, and that those prepared were not wholly 
satisfactory.  It felt that forward planning for an event of the size proposed in this 
case was inadequate.  It also felt that the proposed security of the site needed to be 
improved.  However, it accepted that provided that all the documentation requested 
was duly prepared, and provided in sufficient time dealing with the issues raised, this 
deficiency could be overcome.  The Panel was not, however, entirely satisfied that 
the entrance/exit was acceptable for the proposed event.  The Panel accepted that 
the entrance was sufficiently wide to enable large vehicles to gain access and 
egress, but the Panel considered that it would not be possible for vehicles to enter 
and exit the site at the same time.   The Panel noted the proposal for a ‘sink’ for the 
parking of vehicles waiting to gain entry to the event, but given the numbers of 
persons anticipated to attend the event, it considered that the entrance would be a 
serious bottleneck.  The proposals put forward by the Applicant did not address 
these issues and the Panel felt that there was a very real risk to traffic backing up 
onto the highway.  In addition, because the entrance was so narrow, the Panel 
considered that pedestrian safety could be put at risk.  Nevertheless, the Panel 
accepted that the majority of the proposed events due to take place on the site could 
take place irrespective of the issue of a premises licence, as they were not 
licensable activities.  The Panel considered that the provision of alcohol on –site 
would not result in additional numbers attending the event, and consequently it felt 
that although the entrance was not adequate for the event as a whole, the licensable 
activity being permitted would not significantly exacerbate the situation.  In all these 
circumstances it was appropriate to seek a detailed traffic management plan from 
the applicant.

Event Safety Management Plan and Compliance Matrix 
 
The applicant must provide a completed Event Safety Management Compliance 
Matrix. A template will be provided to the applicant by Regulation Officers 
 
A revised site plan must be provided to the enforcing authority. 
 
The Event Safety Management Plan must identify significant risks and the control 
measures put in place.  It must also provide a list of all responsible and competent 
persons including contact details for the duration of the event. 
 
 
Risk Assessments 
 
The risk assessments require review in the following areas: 
 
Site Safety Assessment 
 
The applicant must undertake an assessment of risks to the public from existing 
buildings, structure and equipment on the site.  The applicant must ensure that all 
such hazards are removed or adequately controlled to prevent the public having 
access to such areas or hazards. 
 
Electrical Installation and Generator 
 
The electrical installation must be carried out by a competent electrical engineer.  
This includes any electrical supplies to the stage, marquees and site lighting. The 
competent engineer must undertake appropriate tests and certify the installation.   
 
The applicant must supply a copy of the certificate to the enforcing authority before 
the commencement of the event. 
 
Marquees 
 
The erection and dismantling must be under the control of a named competent 
person. You must ensure the all marquees meet current British Standards 
requirements and that any fire retardant coatings are valid. 
 
Current fire certificate for the marquees must be supplied to the enforcing authority 
before the commencement of the event. 
 
Waste Management 
 
The applicant must provide full details of the waste control company to be used and 
copies of waste transfer notices issued. 
 
Water Quality 
 



The applicant must verify the adequacy and quality of the water supply to the site. A 
copy of the water quality samples result must be supplied to the enforcing authority 
before the commencement of the event. 
 
 
First Aid 
 
The applicant must provide written confirmation of the attendance of St John’s 
Ambulance (or acceptable alternative organisation) and the number of operatives on 
site. 
 
It is suggested that a first aid post be available on site. 
 
Traffic Management 
 
The traffic management risk assessment requires review.  
 
It must include detailed procedures on the control of traffic entering the site to 
prevent congestion of the public highway. The revised plan must also include an 
emergency event plan to allow access and egress of emergency vehicle. 
 
Security staff must be fully trained any aware of traffic management procedures. 
 
Emergency Evacuation Arrangements 
 
The risk assessment must include detailed arrangements for the safe evacuation of 
the site in an emergency.  The assessment must identify all possible safe egress 
point and ensure to a safe and prompt evacuation if required. 
 
Site Attractions 
 
The applicant must ensure that sub-contractors provide risk assessments and 
electrical test certificates to the enforcement authority prior to operating. 
 
Caterers 
 
The applicant must ensure that all catering operators etc. comply with current food 
safety requirement regarding structure and operating procedures.  Specifically they 
should only be operated by suitable qualified staff and must have a suitable food 
safety management system in operation. 
 
Fire Risk Assessment 
 
The applicant must supply a copy of the fire risk assessment to the enforcing 
authority. The applicant must prepare and implement a Fire Safety Plan where the 
risk assessment identifies any significant risks. 
 
Firework Display 
 



The applicant must supply a copy of the risk assessment including display details 
and site plan to the enforcing authority. 
 
Control of Dogs  
 
The risk assessment must be amended to include the control of dogs, both domestic 
dogs and those used as guard dogs, on the site.  The assessment must include 
public health issues such as control of dog faeces on site. It must also consider dogs 
gaining access to adjoining land and properties. 
 
You should consider providing a separate area for dogs to be exercised 
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
